3. Those actions that are forbidden
from the Torah may be performed by a
non-Jew when needed to maintain the
life of a tree. If there is no non-Jew
available with the know-how, we can
permita Jewtodoitin a
non-conventional manner. This
because all work that is performed in a
non-conventional manner, is only
rabbinically forbidden and is therefore
permitted in order to keep the tree
alive. Moreover, even if it is not certain
that serious damage will result but a
proficient expert determines that there
is a concern of serious damage, one
may perform the rabbinically forbidden
work - ideally, in a non-conventional
manner.

4. Today, it is permitted to perform
rabbinically-forbidden work in order to
prevent a loss to the fruiti.e., a
substantial deterioration of its quality or
quantity. However, it is not permitted to
do work that hastens the ripening of the
fruit or in order to produce particularly
large fruit - even if doing so would be
beneficial to the public.
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
